4.2. The Parties agree to communicate through the

4.3. The Parties agree that any official communication
between them shall be in writing. A written notice
(Georgian or Georgian ~ English Language) must be sent by
email and/or original version to the address stated in this
memorandum, in the form of mail. If the notice cannot be
delivered to the address stated in this Memorandum, the
notice will be considered delivered and the dated indicated
in the notice shall be calculated from the day following in

the submission date of the email/Postage.

4.4. Digputes or contrary ideas may be resolved by the
agreement of both parties. And if the agreement is not
reached, the parties shall appeal to the court in accordance

with the Georgian legislature.

The Memorandum is made in Georgian and English
languages in 4 copies (2 Georgian and 2 English) each of
them has the equal legal force and they are kept by the

4.6. Any change or additions of The Memorandum is in
force only after it is made in written and signed by the

parties.

4.7. All the annexed and additions of the Memorandum
which are signed by the authorized representatives of the
parties are considered as an integral part of this
Memorandum and shall be binding upon them.

4.8. The parties and their representatives are bound by the

confidential information provided in this Memorandum.
